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Term 1 Behaviour Focuses

To enhance the effectiveness of our Positive Behaviour for Learning 2017, we are
iImplementing a whole school behaviour focus each fortnight (even weeks). These focuses

will be presented on assembly, in the newsletter and explicitly taught Every classroom on

a Tuesday afternoon (30 minutes). This will enable teachers and parents to
effectively communicate, discuss and reinforce appropriate behaviours for
both learning and getting along.

Next week on Friday 24/02/17, all students will beoming home with a letter regarding
their behaviour levels.

Level 1: Is reflective of a student who consistently models our behaviour expectations at
Logan Village State School!

Level 2: Is a student who mostly follows our expectations and only casionally needs
reminding in class or out in the playground. This is still a fantastic level to achieve!

Level 3: These are students who sometimes need reminding of our expectations for
behaviour at LVSS. Again, this is an acceptable behaviour level.

Level 4: These are students who need to be reminded daily of our expectations for
behaviour at LVSS. This level of behaviour is one that needs to be reflected on.

Level 5: These students need to be reminded of our schoolwide expectations, multiple
times, every day. This is not an acceptable level of behaviour.

Managing homework: the structured approach

Enter the structured homework approach. Not dissimilar to the behavioural boundaries we created v
our kids were younger, a parental structured approach to managing homework gives kids clear
guidelines regarding boundes and expectations for successfully complete homework and handing it
on time.

Establishing a Structured Approach

A structured approach to homework applies a combination of principles of reinforcement and
assertiveness t o ma nagioumlginvavesiritially skting guideimes amd r k
boundaries, especially for kids who seem unable, for whatever reason (which can unfortunately incl
over involvement and misplaced responsibility on our part), to do it on their own. These guidelines
include:

determining pretty much where our child will study

time limit

the level of work that is and is not acceptable

rewarding or penalising your childdés eff ol
being quite firm and assertive about doing schoolwork

A structured approach also includes tise of external motivation to help our kids do what they do not
feel like doing and internal motivation when they are initially attracted to the work.

How parents can help manage homework behaviour

1 Provide a suitable study areab e gui de d blearniggcstyle. Sank kids ceguise a
quiet corner, others a desk, and some work better sitting on their bed. Unlike the Internet, the
of Apps or social media is not usually required for homework, but working to music with an iPo
or iPad may suit sonidads.

By using a combination of principles of reinfement and assertiveness and showing our kids the basi
of how to do their homework, they hopefully will soon have the confidence and skills to take total
responsibility for doing it themselves.
